Boston Debate League Terms and Conditions for the 2012 Boston Marathon® Charity Program
Please read the following carefully before signing below.

Fundraising Commitment: Each runner must raise a minimum of $4,000 to join the Boston Debate League’s marathon team. Half of this amount will be due by February 1st, 2012. The remainder will be due by April 23rd, 2012.
In addition to this commitment, each runner will also need to pay $350 to the Boston Debate League upon joining the team, which will be a non-refundable payment covering the runner’s $350 entry fee for the 2012 Boston Marathon and all Boston Debate League gear.
The $4,000 fundraising commitment and the $350 initial fee are the only two expenses that runners must commit to the Boston Debate League. Personal expenses (i.e. running shoes, exercise/stretching equipment, etc) that are incurred over the course of training (at the suggestion of our marathon coach or otherwise) are not included in these commitments. 
In the event that you do not meet the fundraising minimum by April 23, 2012, the Boston Debate League reserves the right to charge the balance owed to your credit card, unless prior arrangements have been made.
Cancellation Policy: You may cancel your participation with the Boston Debate League’s team for the Boston Marathon, waiving your responsibility for the $4,000 minimum, anytime on or before Friday, January 6, 2012. To do so you must contact Anne Phillips at the Boston Debate League, in writing, on or before the cancellation date. Your $350 fee is non-refundable. After January 6, 2012 you are responsible for raising the $4,000 minimum, even if for any reason, including injury, you are unable to run in the Boston Marathon.

Donations raised and received by our office will not be refunded, even if you leave the team before January 6, 2012.
Matching Gift Policy:  Many companies match employees’ charitable contributions. You can check with your employer to see if your company has this program, and ask donors if their employers match gifts. Many companies issue matching gift checks quarterly or semi-annually; therefore, if you plan to use a match to reach your minimum, it is your responsibility to contact the matching company to ensure the check will be issued before April 23, 2012. If the company’s match cycle is past April 23, 2012, the match cannot count towards your minimum. It’s your responsibility to notify BDL if we need to supply any employer with documentation in order to meet this deadline. 
B.A.A. Registration: The Boston Debate League will inform you of the details of the B.A.A. registration after your application is accepted. Runners will not need to pay any additional fees to register, as the Boston Marathon registration fee is included in the $350 you will pay when initially joining the team. The Boston Debate League will be responsible for registering you as a runner. You should NOT contact the B.A.A. directly to secure your number. 
Emergency Information: In the event of an illness, injury or medical emergency arising during the event or in the training and planning sessions for said event, I hereby authorize and give my consent to the Boston Debate League to secure from any accredited hospital, clinic and/or physician any treatment deemed necessary for my immediate care. I agree that I will be fully responsible for payment of any and all medical services and treatment rendered to me including but not limited to medical transport, medications, treatment, and hospitalization.
